+ This installation requires a professional mechanic!

¢+ We recommend that you have access to a factory service manual for your vehicle to assist in
the disassembly and reassembly of your vehicle. It contains a wealth of detailed information.

+ Prior to installation, carefully inspect the vehicle’s steering and driveline systems paying close
attention to the tie rod ends, ball joints, wheel bearing preload, pitman and idler arm. Addition-
ally, check steering-to-frame and suspension-to-frame attaching points for stress cracks. The
overall vehicle must be in excellent working condition. Repair or replace all worn or damaged
parts!

+ Read the instructions carefully and study the illustrations before attempting installation! You
may save yourself a lot of extra work.

¢ Check the parts and hardware against the parts list to assure that your kit is complete. Separat-
ing parts according to the areas where they will be used and placing the hardware with the
brackets before you begin will save installation time.

¢ Check the special equipment list and ensure the availability of these tools.
¢ Secure and properly block vehicle prior to beginning installation.
o ALWAYS wear safety glasses when using power tools or working under the vehicle!

¢ Use caution when cutting is required under the vehicle. The factory undercoating is flammable.

¢ Foot pound torque readings are listed on the Torque Specifications chart at the end of the in-
structions. These are to be used unless specifically directed otherwise. Apply thread lockre-
taining compound where specified.

INSTRUCTIONS

1. Remove the (4) front factory bumper to frame mounting bolts and nut plates.

NOTE: Be sure to support the bumper when removing the front mounting
bolts if the bumper does not have side mounting brackets to hold the bumper in
place.

2. Raise the light bar (92-2520) into position.

3. Secure the light bar to the frame using the (2) 1/2” X 1 1/2” GR. 8 bolt, washers
and nuts in the lower mounting tube. Do not tighten at this time.

4. Insert the (2) 1/2” X 1 1/2” bolts through the upper mounting hole in the light bar.
Secure with the provided washers and nuts. Do not tighten at this time.

5. Make sure the light bar is lined up properly on vehicle and tighten down the previ-
ously installed 1/2” hardware. Torque 1/2” bolts according to the chart on page 5.

6. Install the (2) end caps (15-10248) into the lower light bar mounting tubes.
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Lise this oniy as a guide for hardware without a calied out torque specification in the instruction manual.
